In the nineteen days between passage of this Act and the conclusion of his administration, President Adams quickly filled as many of the newly created circuit judgeships as possible
	The circuit judges were abolished in 1802.. The new judges were known as the Midnight Judges because Adams was said to be signing their appointments at midnight prior to President Thomas Jefferson's inauguration.

	1803
	The supreme courts first unconstitutional ruling ever.   Set up the process
	However, nothing in the text of the Constitution explicitly authorized the power of judicial review.

	Louisiana Purchase
	Track of land purchased by Thomas Jefferson
	1804
	The Louisiana purchase doubled the size of the U.S.   The US gained complete control of the Mississippi.  Napoleon Bonaparte, upon completion of the agreement, stated, "This accession of territory affirms forever the power of the United States, and I have given England a 
maritime rival who sooner or later will humble her pride.”    
	Thomas Jefferson who was the president thought that the purchase would be unconstitutional.   The first of two times that a president bought land from a different country that didn’t involve war.

	Chesapeake Affair
	
	
	In early 1807, during the Napoleonic Wars, a number of British Navy warships were on duty on the American Station, blockading two French Third Rate warships in Chesapeake Bay.   Many british sailors deserted and joined the crew of the Chesapeake.   The Leopold boarded the Chesapeake. The Leopard, under the command of Salisbury Pryce Humphreys, hailed and requested to search the Chesapeake; when the Chesapeake refused, the Leopard began to fire broadsides, killing three aboard the Chesapeake and injuring another 18 including Barron. The Chesapeake, her decks cluttered with stores in preparation for a long cruise, managed to fire only a single gun in reply to the Leopard, and Barron quickly struck his colors and surrendered his ship; however, Humphreys refused the surrender, and simply sent a boarding party to search for the deserters.   They found only four, only one was a British born person.   The three others were American citizens.    
	The British had to pay reparations for the damage to the Chesapeake.   The British citizen was hanged not long after the attack.   Jefferson felt that the Americans were attacked and we should be ready for war.

	Response to the Chesapeake affair
	1807 and 1812
	The congress limited then cut off all exports and imports like the navigations acts.   The British and French both resented this act Britain to the point of war.
	The congress was getting involved in foreign wars just like Washington told them not to.

	Macon's Bill No. 2
	Passed by congress to get back at Europe.
	1810
	Intended to motivate Britain and France to stop seizing American vessels during the Napoleonic Wars. This bill was a revision of the original bill by Representative Nathaniel Macon, known as Macon's Bill Number 1. The law lifted all embargoes with Britain or France. If either one of the two countries stopped attacks upon American shipping, the United States would cease trade with the other, unless that country agreed to recognize the rights of the neutral American ships as well.
	England didn’t respect the bill which made them go to war two years later.   France claimed that they would honor the act but didn’t mean it. 

	“war-hawks”
	Congressmen who supported the war with England 
	1810-1812
	Many people who would go on to shape politics for the next 50 years were part of this political faction.   They were part of the twelfth congress and were part of the democratic-republican party.   These men were usually from the south and the western states. 
	Many of the war hawks were never in the military.   This did start the military tradition that has lasted in the south for a very long time.

	Chase Affair
	Associate judge on the supreme court.
	(April 17, 1741 – June 19, 1811
	His political views changed over his lifetime and in the last decades of his career he became well-known as a staunch Federalist, and was impeached for allegedly letting his partisan leanings affect his court decisions. Chase was acquitted.
	The judges became lifetime judges so their views were not questioned like they were on him.   He is the only supreme court justice to have been impeached.

	Tecumseh
	Indian chief who lead an alliance against the US
	March 1768 – October 5, 1813
	Was a Native American leader of the Shawnee and a large tribal confederacy that opposed the United States during Tecumseh's War and the War of 1812.
	Allied with the British and helped capture fort Detroit.  They killed Tecumseh at the battle of Thames.   He was critical in an alliance all Indian tribes on the continent were invited.  

	Lewis & Clark
	To men who led a small company Lewis was a friend of Jefferson
	1804-1806
	First white men from the US to reach the pacific coast by land.   Made relations with the Indian tribes of the interior that hadn’t existed.   They brought back stories of their adventures.   Many people wanted to follow in their steps.
